All candidates must plan to be in camp from Friday night at 6:00 PM until 11:00 AM 
Sunday morning.  There will be no exceptions unless approved by the Lodge Executive 
Committee.  Registration begins at 6:00 PM for all individuals attending.

All registrations must be filled out and received in the Council Office by August 10, 
2006 to guarantee your candidate’s/arrowman’s participation.  Failure to do so could result 
in delaying your candidate’s participation in the weekend.

The registration fee for each candidate is $20.00.  The candidate cost covers, Ordeal 
Sash, Taleka Lodge Pocket Flap, food and miscellaneous paperwork.  Lodge dues are due 
through your troop, be sure to contact your Scoutmaster to pay your 2007 dues.
